Republican Presidential can-
didate Rick Santorum. She
also has endorsements from
former Republican Presiden-
tial hopefuls Herman Cain
and Newt Gingrich.

Collins is endorsed by
former U.S. Sen. Zell Miller,
also a former Georgia gov-
ernor, and Georgia House
Speaker David Ralston.

In a personal news re-
lease last week, Zoller called
Collins an '"establishment-
backed" candidate who had
“all the money, all the advan-
tages, and all the powerful in-
siders behind him.”

With Palin, Santorum,
Cain, Gingrich and FOX
News endorsements behind
her, that doesn't look like the
case.

“My opponent thinks
she can influence this elec-
tion with outside supporters
who have no idea what makes
North Georgia so great,” Col-
lins said. “We saw her cam-
paign strategy of 'celebrity
over substance' during the
primary.

“I'm here to tell her
she can't hide behind her
big name friends, and voters
in the 9th District are going
to prove that once again on
August 21st,” Collins said.
“We are the 9th District — it
has become the rally cry for
our campaign. We hope you'll
stand with us and let our true
North Georgia conservative
voices be heard on election
night.”

Zoller's campaign fly-
ers say she is ready to take
on Washington and the politi-
cal establishment, and bring
about the real change that the
American people so desper-
ately desire and deserve.

She calls Collins a pro-
fessional politician who just
doesn't get it or understand
the voices of Northeast Geor-
gia.

Further, Zoller prom-
ises to bring a “megaphone”
to Washington if elected as
Georgia's next member of
