cording to our ordinance, since
private homes don’t operate on
a daily basis with an approved
exposure plan, that would
eliminate the possibility of tat-
tooing at a private residence.

Q. Why is the ordi-
nance for tattooing and body
piercing so strict?

A. Because those in-
volved in establishing the or-
dinance felt that the health
and welfare of the citizens was
more important than allowing
anyone, trained or untrained,
to just set up a businesses
overnight with no oversight,
guidelines or protection for the
public.

Q. Can anyone living
in Union County go to anoth-
er county to have a tattoo?

A. Union County has
no control of what you do in
another county. We would urge
anyone considering a tattoo to
be sure you know for sure that
you are dealing with a reputable
person. Further, marking your
body for the rest of your life is
a very serious thing to do, and
should be taken very seriously
with a lot of thought. Just on
a side note, but not personal
experience, you should never
have a tattoo unless you are so-
ber and free of drug influence.

public access.

3. How do Union Coun-
ty residents benefit from the
work that you do?

All  residents benefit
from our water quality monitor-
ing program, particularly since
we added the ability to sample
for bacterial contamination.
We can now easily know which
streams are safe for swimming
and which aren’t using current
data instead of relying on data
collected by government agen-
cies years ago. We have also
done several restoration proj-
ects along Butternut and Ivy
Log Creeks. Our most visible
project is at the Union County
Farmers Market and we are
hoping to install a kiosk soon
with photos of what the creek
looked like before we did the
work there. We have a techni-
cal assistance program that is
available to all residents that
have erosion or stormwater
runoff problems and we hold
one of our CR.E.EK. events
for middle school youth at
Meeks Park every year. In 2016
we plan to develop a watershed
plan for Butternut Creek that
will help us secure grant fund-
ing for work to improve water
quality and trout habitat there.

4. What do you like best
about your job?

Working with our part-
ners and volunteers for real ac-
complishments toward sustain-
ing good water quality! Since
2000, the Coalition has brought
$6.8 million dollars into the up-
per Hiwassee River watershed
(4-county area that includes
Union). Approximately 93%
of these funds were spent for
on-the-ground projects and
programs to facilitate water

quality improvements in areas
where it has declined! Through
these efforts we have actually
seen streams come off of the
state’s list of impaired waters.
Our partners in Union County
include Union County govern-
ment, the chamber (of course!),
Blue Ridge Mountain Soil &
Water Conservation District,
Blairsville Kiwanis Club, GA
Mountain Research & Educa-
tion Center, Lake Nottely Im-
provement Association, Moun-
tain High Hikers, Southern
Roots Tree Nursery, Beverly
Bradley Landscape Design,
and Trout Unlimited Chapter
692.

Third, Christian opposi-
tion to homosexual marriage
isn’t about discrimination of
anyone; it’s about the explo-
sion of sexual promiscuity,
which, along with the govern-
ment sanctioned abortion busi-
ness, is destroying the Ameri-
can family unit... a major goal
of the Communists.

release pill you take twice a
day to keep your moods from
swinging (even your daily
multi-vitamin) is coated in
shellac. Really!

Shellac is thoroughly
impervious to acid, but breaks
down in alkaline solutions.
Imagine if you coated half the

medicine in a tablet with shel-
lac. Your mouth and stomach
are acidic environments, but
your intestines are alkaline.
The uncoated medicine starts
dissolving immediately in
your mouth and stomach, but
the coated portion only starts
to work after it makes its way
down into your intestines, some
time later.

medicine.
